Note: Fulltime participation of the 15-day Field School conducted by the PGIAR shall be
counted in lieu of the 30-day Field Experience Period. If a candidate fail to participate for the
entire duration of the 15-day Field School conducted by the PGIAR, he/she will have to present
other forms of evidence to demonstrate that the candidate has acquired the specific experiences
as mentioned at 7.3.3 above. Such certification can come only from professionals approved by
the Boards of Study of PGIAR.

and

I1. completes the relevant requirements within a maximum period of three academic years.

8.2. Merit Pass

A candidate shall be awarded a Merit Pass provided he/she

I. obtains grades of A- or better in each of the course units offered and achieves a minimum GPA of 3.70,

and

I1. completes the relevant requirements in the first attempt

8.3. Distinction Pass

A candidate shall be awarded a Distinction Pass provided he/she

I. obtains grades of ‘A’ or better in each of the course units offered and achieves a minimum GPA of 4.

and

I1. completes the relevant requirements in the first attempt.
