Candidates are required to demonstrate their professional track record for over 10 years after age 20. Supporting
materials in the form of books, published articlees, news paper write-ups, catalogues, posters, portfolios, video
films, music scores, project proposals written by the candidate; social activity records of the candidate and three
recommendation letters from specialists in the field are required. Two of the recommendations should come
from specialists who are not academic staff members of any Sri Lankan university. Recommendations cannot
come from either the faculty of PGIAR, or any faculty member whose university is represented in the Board of
Study or Board of Management of the PGIAR

*Students who are at university final year expecting to face final year examination before March 2025 also
can apply but need to submit results sheet before June 2025.

7.1 Pass

I. Grades of B- or better in each of the course units offered and satisfactorily completes the mandatory
field experience period, and
II. Completes the relevant requirements within a period of two academic years.
7.2 Merit Pass
A candidate shall be awarded a Merit Pass provided he/she
I. Obtains grades of ‘A-’ or better in each of the course units offered and achieves a minimum GPA of
3.70, and
II. Completes the relevant requirements in the first attempt
7.3 Distinction Pass
A candidate shall be awarded a Distinction Pass provided he/she
I. Obtains grades of ‘A’ or better in each of the course units offered and achieves a minimum GPA of
4.0, and
II. Completes the relevant requirements in the first attempt.
